Auditions
Although each student will be heard individually, we will start by meeting with a group of five.  You will show us what you learned today at the workshop in the following order.

1) Reading lines from the script. We will be evaluating your stage presence, projection (can we hear you from the back of the hall?) and diction (can we understand your words clearly?).
2)  As a group of five, you will dance and sing "Oh, The Thinks You Can Think" with the music and choreography that we learned.  We will be evaluating your stage presence and dancing.  

3) Acting like a Who (who is not human), we would like you to pretend that your planet has been thrown into a clover field.  We will be evaluating your creativity and acting.

4) Pitch matching-- you will be asked to echo some individual pitches and some melody patterns.  We will be evaluating your musicianship and your vocal range (how high and low you can sing comfortably). 

5) Individual Song:  You have a choice if you want the other 4 students in your group to be in the audience or not.  Adult panel will definitely be your audience.


a) If you want to sing a solo in the show, plan to prepare a song other than the ensemble list.
